Robert’s Rules of Order 

As I’ve been reading through boxes of information I’ve inherited along with my position as Secretery, I came 
across the agreement that our meetings would follow Robert’s Rules of Order.  I intend to get some detailed 
information on the subject; however, in the meantime, I discovered the following guidelines.  I’m not sure we 
need to go to this extreme, but there are some good suggestions. 

¶ Obtain the floor (the right to speak) by being the first to stand when the person speaking has 
finished; state Mr./Madam Chairman. Raising your hand means nothing, and standing while another 
has the floor is out of order! Must be recognized by the Chair before speaking!  

¶ Debate can not begin until the Chair has stated the motion or resolution and asked "are you ready 
for the question?" If no one rises, the chair calls for the vote!  

¶ Before the motion is stated by the Chair (the question) members may suggest modification of the 
motion; the mover can modify as he pleases, or even withdraw the motion without consent of the 
seconder; if mover modifies, the seconder can withdraw the second.  

¶ The "immediately pending question" is the last question stated by the Chair! Motion/Resolution - 
Amendment - Motion to Postpone  

¶ The member moving the "immediately pending question" is entitled to preference to the floor!  

¶ No member can speak twice to the same issue until everyone else wishing to speak has spoken to 
it once!  

¶ All remarks must be directed to the Chair. Remarks must be courteous in language and 
deportment - avoid all personalities, never allude to others by name or to motives!  

¶ The agenda and all committee reports are merely recommendations! When presented to the 
assembly and the question is stated, debate begins and changes occur!  

 



Summary of rules changes that have passed the first vote: 

A. 6500 Limited Lights ï Passed with the following changes  (Thank you Limited Light group for having your rules 
changes so clearly documented!)   

1. Rule #2 ADD Valves cannot seat below bottom of head. 

2. Rule #3 DELETE Diesel engines up to 505 cubic inches shall have a max 3 x 3 small footprint 

turbo.  Note:  Dean Lindeman (Caged Weasel John Deere) grandfathered into class using above limitations 

with provisions to adhere to 470 cubic inch rule within three years. 

3. Rule #7 DELETE Engines below 410 cubic inches may run an intercooler 

4. Rule #8 ADD All single turbo diesels and alcohol tractors under 310 cubic inches can utilize turbos with 

M.A.F. Enhancement. 

5. Rule #11 ADD No fuel injection pump larger than a 6 cylinder p-series pump allowed. 

6. Rule #7 CHANGE No V-8 engines allowed 

7. Rule #7 ADD TO READ: A 1% tolerance will be given on cubic inch limitations to allow for normal engine 

wear. 

B. 12,000 Field Farm – Passed with the following changes: 

1. Eliminate the rope (pending purchase of signs – actual cost to be reviewed) 

2. Speed Limit of 8 miles per hour (trial).  If the class decides it needs to change, it can be changed.  This will be 

revisited after 4 pulls. 

C. Gas Trucks ï Passed with the following changes: 

1. Any cast iron aftermarket engine block. 

2. Replace no dominator carb with any single carb. 

D. Street Diesel Class 

1. Class to encourage “local” participation. 
2. No cost to the fair or MTTP.   
3. Purse will be based on entries. 
4. Turbo - Bone stock – no modifications. 
5. Hitch Stock Location – minimum of 44” 

from back axle. 

6. No bump stops – must retain full OEM suspension 
travel. 

7. Stock appearing fuel system. 
8. No ladder bars. 
9. No hanging weights. 
10. Exhaust – Up or Down. 

E. Pro-Street (Formerly the 2.6 class) 

1. Pays 5 places 
a.  $150 
b. $125 
c.  $100 

d.    $75 
e.    $50 

2. Kill switch required (electric or guillotine). 
3. Turbo – Up to 2.59 - Direct bolt-on to a 

stock manifold  - Cummins T3. 
4. Dual wheels allowed (from factory or with 

fenders – must have correct offset front 
wheels) 

5. Downsizing the turbo is acceptable. 
6. 1 Fuel pump and 1 Oil Pump HPOP. 
7. Hanging (removable weights and brackets). 
8. No Hood Stack. 

9. Ladder bars – yes 
10. Bump stops – yes 
11. Working lights 
12. Matching seats 
13. Factory governor 
14. Rear U-Joint Shield required (and any other 

u-joint exposed from sides) 
15. Exhaust – Up (cross bolted) 
16. Plated / Insured 

F. Hot Diesel 
1. Pays 4 places 

a.  $200 
b. $150 

c.  $100 
d.   $ 50 

2. Solid suspension permitted. 

You can sign up for any class – as long as the proper safety rules are met for that class.  You can’t jump classes (pull more 

than once)
